AMP Wealth Management New Zealand Limited prepared this update in accordance with the Financial
Markets Conduct Act 2013. This information is not audited and may be updated.

This is a single sector fund with a diversified portfolio of international fixed interest securities using a combination of specialist investment
managers. The multiple manager approach provides exposure to a range of sectors and securities as well as diversification across investment
approaches. The fund aims to primarily preserve the value of your investment with some capital growth. This fund is close to new investors.
