Are you a NZ tax resident?

In either of the last two income years:
 – was your taxable income $15,600 or less (excluding income from PIEs); and 
 – was your total taxable income (including PIE and non-PIE income)

$53,500 or less?

In either of the last two income years:
– was your taxable income $53,500 or less (excluding income from PIEs); and 
– was your total taxable income (including PIE and non-PIE income) $78,100 

or less?

In each of the last two income years, was either:
 – your taxable income $53,500 or more; or 
 – your total taxable income (including PIE and non-PIE income)

$78,100 or more?
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
